The Department of Modern Languages & Literatures will allocate funds annually to outstanding language students who will travel abroad to further their studies of a foreign language.  Students of all languages taught at Fairfield University, including those who wish to gain competence in a language other than their minor or major, are encouraged to apply for this award. 

Academic standing in language courses, overall GPA, faculty recommendations, and essay comprise the criteria for selection.  Each year the committee will decide on the number of recipients (1-3) depending on the quality of the applications. The grants per recipient will range from $300-$500. 
Students should complete the “DMLL Study Abroad Grant” application form, provide a copy of their transcript, and write a one-page essay detailing their plans for study abroad as well as how they plan to use the funds awarded.  Upon return, the recipient will write a short report explaining how the funds were used.

Materials are due by Tuesday, March 3;  decisions will be made by the end of the semester for awards commencing the following academic year.
